RECENTLY COMPLETED 
PROJECTS 

 

SOUTHWARK TOWN HALL, SOUTHWARK: 
 
The project at the former Southwark Town Hall was for 
the construction of 149 bedroom Student 
accommodation, theatre, café, studios and additional 
workspace. 
 
It comprised of the conversion and refurbishment of 
the existing building.  The demolition of the existing 
theatre building and the erection of a new structure 
containing the new theatre and student 
accommodation. 
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MERCATOR ROAD, LEWISHAM: 
 
This project for Pocket Living was for the construction 
of a new building comprising part four storey and part 
three storey building incorporating 25 one bedroom 
and 1 two bedroom flats on the site of an old 
community hall and garages. 
 

 
 

STANSTED MALTINGS, ESSEX: 
 

 
 
The Stansted Maltings site in Stansted Mountfitchet 
was for the construction of a four floor building 
comprising of 4 retail units, health centre and 14 
residential units for the Hilton Group. 
 
 

CURRENT PROJECTS 
 

HILL HOUSE, ARCHWAY: 
 
Hill House is really starting to take shape, the 
installation of the curtain walling has started. 
 
We almost have 3 floors complete with all parties very 
pleased with the product. 
 

 
 
Internally we are M&E first fixing with the lining out 
following through afterward. 
 

LIBRA ROAD, PLAISTOW: 
 
The brickwork is continuing, the windows & doors have 
been installed to the ground floor and the main roof 
area is complete. 
 

 
 
Internally M & E is due to start in the coming weeks.  
Externally we are looking to have all brick work 
complete & all external windows & doors installed 
before Christmas. 
 

HATTON SQUARE, LONDON: 
 
The project at Hatton Square Business Centre for 
Workspace Ltd, now called óThe Record Hallô is 
nearing completion. 
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The fit out is progressing well on all floors with timber 
floors, resin floors and decoration in an advanced 
stage.  Roof finishes to the main roof and roof terraces 
are complete and the external elevations of precast 
brick panels, in-situ brickwork, aluminium cladding and 
Gebrik cladding are all now being exposed as 
scaffolding is being removed.  
 
Due for completion in the New Year. 
 

WALPOLE STUDENT ACCOMMODATION, NEW 

CROSS: 
 

 
 
At Walpole the Lower Basement slab has been 
completed and we have started constructing the Upper 
Basement slab. 
 

PHIPP STREET, SHOREDITCH: 
 
Site is now in construction phase. The demolition 
contractor has finished the piling mat and removal of 
contaminated ground. 
 
Sheet piling has commenced and CFA piling is due to 
start early November.  
 

 
 
We have achieved a 99.3% recycling rate for the 
demolition phase of the project which has helped 
towards achieving a BREEAM Excellent Credit. 
 

NORTHUMBERLAND HOUSE, EALING: 
 
The project at Northumberland House is for a 78 unit 
student accommodation building and is progressing 
well. 
 

 
 
The drainage and structural slab works are complete. 
The timber frame is 40% complete and the brickwork 
has commenced, the roof works to first phase are due 
to start in November. 
 

STRATFORD HIGH STREET, STRATFORD: 
 
The sub and super-structure works at the Stratford 
High Street project are in full swing. 
 
The slipped core has reached level 15 which is 58m 
above ground on its way to 86m in height. 
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The ground floor slab and the first pour of the 
mezzanine is complete.  The unitized façade is in 
manufacture currently with installation due in late 
January 2017.  Blockwork will start in November and 
the transformer will be on-site by years end. 
 

OLD LONDON ROAD, KINGSTON: 
 

 
 
The basement works are progressing after the 
installation of the sheet piles. 
 
The ground floor slab will be poured and we would 
have started the construction to the first floor by 
Christmas. 
 

EGHAM PHASE 3, EGHAM: 
 
The project in Egham to construction of a 173 bed 
student accommodation facility comprising of 4 
buildings around a central courtyard is taking shape. 
 

 
 
The timber frame erection is progressing well with roof 
level of first building being reached at end of first week 
of this phase. 
 
Works are on schedule for a summer 2017 completion 
and the marketing suite is already open. 
 

ARKLOW ROAD, LEWISHAM: 
 
Astra House is an existing four storey building which is 
being extended by a further two storeys and out the 
side to create 44 new apartments for Pocket Living. 
 
The project is still in its early stages but the demolition 
and drainage are complete. 
 

  
 
Also completed is the concrete frame to the side 
extension up to first floor.  Internally the concrete 
repairs are being undertaken and the shear walls 
being erected. 
 

MILL ROAD, CAMBRIDGE: 
 
Early days at Mill Road, we have removed two tanks 
one of which had been leaking over period of many 
years polluting the groundwater, in conjunction with 
the Environment Agency we are removing the 
impacted soils to a depth of 7 meters (Water table) in 
this tank location and will dose the ground water with 
an Oxygen Activating Compound to accelerate the 
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degradation of any remaining contamination by the 
nature bacteria in the groundwater. 
 

 
 
We are also currently removing the existing concrete 
oversite prior to crushing for reuse as pile mats and 
sub bases. 
 

MANOR HOUSE, RICHMOND: 
 
The Manor House project for Goodwood Properties 
Ltd is progressing well.  The steel frame forming the 

new second floor structure commenced on 23rd 
August. 
 
In the following weeks the roof structure has been 
completed with only the standing seam roof coverings 
to finish.  The windows to the 2nd floor have been 
installed with the remainder programmed to complete 
in imminently. 
 

 
 
Internally the stud partitions are up and boarded 1 side 
on the ground and first and moving onto the 2nd floor.  
The 1st fix plumbing and electrical is under way. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

FUTURE PROJECTS 
 

CREMER STREET, HACKNEY: 
 
The proposed development for the Workspace Group 
would see the demolition of the existing building and 
construction of a part five, part six storey building 
providing office, workshop and studio spaces with an 
ancillary café; and associated hard and soft 
landscaping 
 

 
 
 

DENNY END ROAD, WATERBEACH: 
 
The project for Paragon Land & Estates Limited is for 
the new build construction of steel framed office 
accommodation to shell & core, including space for 
café & gym.
